5 When the woolen wheel worn out, change the wheel
and the woolen wheel must be concentric alignment

with the polishing wheel.

6.Adjust sféeples speed regulafor from 600rmp to
3000rmp according to requirement. it is the highest
speed in the "g"position gradually slow down, lowest in
the "1" position. (see the figure 4)
